Efforts are underway in Washington to demonstrate support for federal resources for subsidized guardianship and to stop cuts to the child support program. Read below for the details.  

Kinship Caregiver Sign-on Letter: The National Association of County Human Services Administrators has joined with the Alliance for Children and Families, Center for Law and Social Policy, Child Welfare League of America, Children’s Defense Fund, and Generations United to circulate a sign-on letter to Congress endorsing the Kinship Caregiver Support Act (H.R. 2188, S. 661). The Act would provide assistance to relatives who become the legal guardians of children in foster care. The letter shows the early endorsement, by state, of organizations already on board. 

Your county agency and other children services organizations within your community are encouraged to join this effort.  The letter will be sent to all members of Congress to show the breadth of support for the issue.
