Funding Available to Counties for the Mentoring of Children of Prisoners Program:  County governments are eligible to apply for funding under Mentoring Children of Prisoners (MCP) program.  Administered by the HHS Administration for Children and Families (ACF), this program supports the creation and maintenance of one-on-one mentoring relationships between children of incarcerated parents and caring, supportive adult mentors.  The intent of this program is to support the establishment and/or expansion of mentoring programs in communities with substantial numbers of unserved children of incarcerated parents.
The Mentoring Children of Prisoners (MCP) program is designed to be a community-based mentoring program in which children and youth, ages four up to age 18, are appropriately matched with an adult mentor, who has been screened and trained, for a one-on-one (one mentor/one youth), friendship-oriented mentoring relationship.

The recently enacted reauthorization of TANF includes a total of $750 million in new funding over the next five years for programs to build and sustain healthy marriages and promote responsible fatherhood. The funding includes $100 million per year for the Healthy Marriage Initiative and up to $50 million per year to promote responsible fatherhood from fiscal year 2006 through 2010. Funding opportunities may be made available later this year.
