NACHSA Members: 
Budget Reconciliation Bill Expected to Pass Today: A budget reconciliation bill containing billions of dollars of cuts to foster care, child support, Medicaid, food stamps and the reauthorization of a restrictive TANF reauthorization bill will likely be adopted by the House of Representatives later today. 
Last night the House Rules Committee approved the rule for floor consideration of the House's bill (HR 4241). There will be only two hours of debate allowed. No floor amendments will be allowed. 
Due to the expected very close vote, the rule also allows GOP leaders to postpone consideration of the bill if more time is needed to round up votes. Here is a link to the actual rule for debate: http://www.rules.house.gov/109/specialrules/109rulehr4241.htm  
After the Vote: The House and Senate will name conferees to resolve the dramatic differences between the two pieces of legislation. The Senate measure does not contain cuts to foster care, child support or food stamps, nor does it contain a TANF reauthorization bill. Senate Republican moderates have voiced opposition to a number of the House provisions. The timing and membership of the House-Senate conference committee will be determined in the next few days.
