NACHSA Members: 
Reconciliation Timing: Members of the House returned today. The Senate will be back on the 12th.  Congress expects to adjourn for the year around December 20. 
Conferees to the overall budget reconciliation bill have not been named, but I expect that it will be very limited and will be comprised of Republican members since no Democrat voted for either the House or the Senate measure. 
Unlike the appropriations bills, there is no deadline for action - consideration of the reconciliation bill could spill into the new year, although leadership would like to complete action before adjournment. 
CA Reconciliation Letter: I have also attached a letter on reconciliation crafted by a number of California county groups, including the County Welfare Directors Association of CA and the California State Association of Counties. The letter does not address the food stamp cuts, however, due to the manner in which the program is administered in that state. 
Child Support Cuts: Attached is another copy of a proposed "Dear Colleague" letter opposing the child support cuts sent to House Republicans before the Thanksgiving holiday.  House staff informs me that sign on's are due by this Monday, December 12. I sent it to NACHSA members a few weeks ago, but members are back in town, so a call urging them to sign on is timely now.
