Ohio Member Request Regarding TANF Transfers to SSBG

NACHSA members from Ohio have recently been informed by their State that the Federal Department of Health and Human Services has told Ohio that it is out of compliance regarding the manner in which Ohio has transferred TANF funds to SSBG/Title XX.  In short, the State has followed the more flexible provisions under the SSBG law rather than the TANF provisions which require that all TANF funds transferred to SSBG be used only for programs and services to children and families whose incomes are under 200 percent of poverty.  That more restrictive interpretation will affect the operation of adult social services programs there.  Attached is a one-page description prepared by the counties in Ohio.  Download the backgrounder.
