The National Association of County Human Services Administrators (NACHSA) appreciates your past support and asks you to renew your 2024 dues today. 

Last year, NACHSA advocated on behalf of counties during the unwinding of enhanced COVID-19 benefits and a range of other issues affecting the families served by human services agencies. Those efforts included:

· Congressional Testimonies on Child Welfare & TANF: In partnership with the National Association of Counties, NACHSA received information from members for Ways and Means Committee testimony for the record on the challenges and successes experienced by county child welfare agencies, and testimony on county use of Temporary Assistance for Needy Families funding. 

· Child Welfare Engagement: NACHSA continues to hold bi-monthly calls with counties to identify child welfare challenges and opportunities. In 2023, those discussions led to a virtual meeting with HHS Children, Youth and Families Commissioner Rebecca Jones Gaston and a child welfare roundtable with key staff to the Senate Finance and House Ways and Means Committees.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Public Health Emergency (PHE) Updates: As the emergency wound down, NACHSA provided members with updates on the timing and federal guidance on a variety of programs affected by the PHE.

· Homelessness & Housing: The lack of affordable housing and increases in persons experiencing homelessness continues to challenge many communities. NACHSA continues to participate on weekly national calls to strategize on support for federal efforts to respond to the housing crisis. 

· Building Federal & Association Partnerships: NACHSA continues to strengthen county relationships with HHS’s Administration for Children and Families via monthly meetings with them and has regular communications and collaboration with our colleagues at the American Public Human Services Association. 

NACHSA also regularly updates its members on federal developments and human services resources through its e-Alerts. Last year, members received bi-monthly updates providing them with the latest federal developments, funding announcements, human services resources and the ability to post senior jobs within their agencies free of charge.

To continue and expand our work, we need you as a dues-paying member. Given prudent budgeting and stable membership, NACHSA dues remain at the level assessed 21 years ago. As the only national organization focused solely on representing county administrators, NACHSA remains a great investment and adds value to the work you do every day.
